From the Downtown Minneapolis area and Northwest Metro -

Take 1-394 West (out of downtown Mpils.) to [-494 South. Take 1-494 South, exit Highway 7 West. Continue on
Highway 7 West to Highway 41 South. Turn left on Highway 41 South. After crossing over Hwy. 5, proceed 1.7 miles.
Watch for the green directional sign that says "Oak Ridge Drive". Turn right on Oak Ridge Drive.

From the Downtown Minneapolis area and Northeast Metro -

Take 1-35W South to Hwy 62 West (crosstown). Hwy 62 West (crosstown) merges into Hwy 212 (left lane). Hwy 212
turns into Hwy 5 West. Take Hwy 5 West 11 miles to Hwy 41 South. Turn left on Hwy 41 South and proceed 1.7
miles.
