(03/06/2010) - Team Braemar easily defended its 2009
titte, winning Friday's free skate by more than 10 points for an
overall mark of 195.29.

The Edina, Minn., team took a unique approach with its
East India -themed program skated to music from India:
Kingdom of the T iger soundtrack, donning purple sari -like
dresses and authentic bindis.

The team had an East Indian dance teacher come and
work with it over the summer to perfect its arm movements.

"We watched Slumdog Millionaire  and really liked it," said
head coach Pam May on her inspiration for the free skate. "l
went through five or six different cuts of music trying to get it right because | wanted to do something
different. | did not want to do something the same as last year. | wanted to go way out of my box aga in. |
took a risk and hoped it would pay off."
May was right, despite her early fears. The team delivered, powering its way through a strong
performance that featured an opening Level 4 block with a strong Level 4 step sequence within it that
showed off t he team's excellent skating skills. It also earned a Level 4 for its intersecting and pivoting
lines, and received the maximum base value for everything but the point of intersection in its angled
intersection, earning only a Level 2 for that. The team pic ked up nearly 15 points in Grades of Execution
(GOE) and received a tremendous program component mark of 58.45 points

Team Braemar was one of two US teams vying for the sporieviaipintericanal gﬁ

prize March 4B at the 2010 World Synchronized Skating Challenge Cup for Juniors in
Sweden. The field consisted of 20 teams from 15 countries: Belarus, Canada, Croatia,
Finland, France, Germany, Great Britain, HtahgaNetherlands, Russia, Sweden, Swit
and the United States.

It was the second consecutive appeatahce event for Team Braevhaoh finished
fifth last year. The team earned a berth to this competition by winning the Worldehtigor Team Sel
Competition in January. Braemar won the silver medal at the Spring Cup last month, its first
international assignment of the season.

Apart from being an excellent
coach, she was also a very important role model an
mentor and her influence has been pras¢hroughout
my life. She brought much passion, enthusiasm an
creativity to her coaching and her love of the sport wag
contagious. It was from Mannedtthat | learned to not
just skate butto perform and develop my own sense of
style and these skills havbeen invaluable to many
areas of my life. I still have very close friendships wit
her other pupils and colleagues from the skating club
Mannette built a wonderful, lasting community around
her.

Manette was a fu#oving friend back in the
skating dag of the Ice Center in Golden Valley & the S
Paul Figure Skating Club. She was my daughter's fir
coach & she taught me how to make skating outfits. We
spent many good times together off the ice as well. I'll
greatly miss talking to her.

She had a sassy
personality and she will be missed.
